GATE: Gifted a nd Talented Education

Two science GATE Days were held at
Greymouth High School on
Wednesday 25" November for Grey
Main School and Wednesday 2™
December for Blaketown, Cobden,
Karoro, Paparoa Range, Paroa,
Runanga and St Patrick’s Schools.
Physics was the main focus of each
day in building structures, acceleration
due to gravity and electrical circuits
and motors.

Next the students used ticker-timers to measure the
acceleration of an object in free fall and used this to calculate speed and distance of an
object that fell for 10 seconds.

Learning and teaching for secondary school students is no

longer confined to the classroom

This year a total of 46 students from Years 11, 12 and 13 were placed in

ten industries with 47 different employers throughout the Grey District.

Students received training in the workplace and were assessed against a variety of industry
unit standards including automotive,

building and construction, cooking,
joinery and farming skills. Eight outside
training providers were also used to
provide courses and carry out
assessments in areas we do not have
accreditation for.

The outside providers used this year
were Red Cross for First Aid courses,
Porse, ECE Training for early
childhood education, BCITO for
building and construction, Fairview
Educational Services and MITO for
automotive courses, National Trade
Academy for Agriculture, JITO for
joinery and Skills 4 Work for Bakery.
The facility to purchase courses and

assessment from outside providers
gives us scope to increase the options available for our students. Students gained a total of

825 credits through Gateway, an average of 18 credits

farm.

Of the students placed this year, 20 are returning next year to carry on with the programme,
six are returning to school but are not seeking a Gateway placement. Six students gained full
time employment during the year and five have been accepted onto full-time polytech
courses. Two students are intending to apply for courses in the new year.



This year we began working with Solid
Energy to develop a pre-apprenticeship
training programme. We are still in the
early stages of development but have
made giant steps by getting students
through the mines induction programme
which enables them to work on the mine
site. Shantytown have also come on
board this year to provide training in
engineering and cooking.

The success of Gateway depends very
much on the goodwill and participation of
the local businesses that are prepared to
provide our students with on the job
training. The continued participation of
businesses and employers is crucial to its

Success.
