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Student Management and Restorative Practice 
This year the student management system will use restorative 
practice in the process of managing student behaviour. The 
restorative approach is based on the belief that the people best 
placed to resolve a conflict or a problem are the people directly 
involved. 
 
Initially a problem will be discussed with the student by the classroom teacher using the 
following key questions:    
 
1. What happened?  

(tell the story) 
What were you thinking at the time? 
What have you thought about since? 
What did you have control over? 
If there was a video camera on the 
wall what would it have seen? 

3. What do you need to do to put 
things right? 
(repair the harm) 
What else might need to happen? 
How will this help? Tell me more 
about this. 
When can this happen? 
What exactly are you saying sorry 
for? 
 

2. Who do you think has been 
affected? 
(explore the harm) 
Who else has been affected? 
In what ways? 
Was this fair or unfair? 
Was this the right or wrong thing to 
do? 
Tell me more about that... 

4. How can we make sure this 
doesn’t happen again? 
(move forward) 
What do you need to do? What can I 
do to help? 
What are your goals to help you 
move forward? 
What are you going to do to reach 
these goals? 
What other support do you need? 
 

 
This will give the student an opportunity to explain what has occurred and why. Together 
they will work on resolving the matter and repairing any harm that has occurred. This is a 
preventative measure, with the hope being that the matter will be resolved. 
 
If there are further incidents the student will be asked to complete a Reflective Thinking 
Sheet (Level 2). This is based around the same key questions. Your son/daughter will 
bring this home to discuss it with you, get it signed and return it to their teacher the 
following day. Your assistance in discussing this with your child is a key component of 
the process. It is a means of keeping you informed but also your support and guidance 
will assist us in working alongside your child to resolve the matter. The whanau class 
mentor will be kept informed and will support your son/daughter in making the right 
choices. 
 
If your child is referred from class they will be sent to the Student Support Centre and you 
will be notified that day. Your son/daughter will need to approach the class teacher to 
arrange a time to meet with the teacher to discuss and resolve the matter before 
returning to that class. Again, the whanau class mentor can support your child in doing 
this. 
 
You will be kept informed (by your child’s whanau class mentor) if there are ongoing 
issues and if necessary a meeting will be arranged to discuss any concerns with you.

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Values Programme: Term One - Respect 
In assembly on Monday 15 February, we launched our values programme.  Respect is our focus 
for Term One.  We are looking at what respect for people, resources and property and what 
respect looks, sounds and feels like. 
 
Respect looks like being on time, ready to learn and accepting others’ differences.  It looks like 
showing respect for your school by wearing correct school uniform with pride.  Respect for 
resources and property looks like putting your rubbish where it belongs and treating your 
classrooms and equipment with care. 
 
Respect sounds like having good manners to all around you.  It sounds like one person speaking 
at a time.  It sounds like celebrating success, both inside and outside the classroom. 
 
It feels like treating others as you would like to be treated, and understanding how it is to walk a 
mile in someone else’s shoes.  It feels like differences are okay.  It feels like bringing your 
positive attitude with you to school. 
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When respect shapes how we look, how we sound and how we feel, it enables us to make the 
most of our potential, as individuals and as a group. 
 
Posters relating to respect are in classrooms throughout the school.  Whanau classes are 
creating skits on respect for a whole school competition, with the winning whanau class receiving 
a fish and chip lunch.  Awards for respectful actions are also being made throughout the school 
community. 
�
�
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Over one hundred secondary students from all parts of the West Coast are enrolled in courses 
through WestNet and the Virtual Learning Network (VLN) in 2010. It's a reality in smaller schools 
that senior class sizes may be too small to staff and a limited range of subjects will be offered 
onsite. WestNet students, as part of an e-learning cluster, can choose to connect and learn 
virtually via video conference lessons and the use of online teaching tools. 
The VLN supports the concept of classrooms without walls, where students and educators have 
the flexibility to connect with their classes 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. The network provides a 
rich and diverse range of courses, programmes and activities, from early childhood through to 
tertiary, offered by New Zealand-based educators. Being a part of this progressive community 
exercises our student's skills for living and lifelong learning – competencies central to the New 
Zealand Curriculum. Research carried out by the NZCER over 2008 and 2009 showed students 
found video conference courses required work but were engaging, rewarding and valued for 
being student-centered and for encouraging independence. 
Far from being an incidental add-on, the VLN is growing in diversity, scope and strength. In Feb 
this year there were: 265 Schools, 172 Teachers, 240 Courses, 264 Classes and 1452 
Enrolments nationwide. 
The VLN is all about delivering courses and learning activities which are flexible, meet the needs 
of NZ students and are backed by sound systems and pedagogical practices. The last five years 
have been spent developing and delivering courses, which are supported by video conferencing, 
web conferencing and online learning environments.  Students are able to remain in their school 
communities, but have access to flexible learning opportunities with other schools and tertiary 
providers. 
As well as course provision, one-off opportunities allow students to meet and talk with iconic New 
Zealanders like academics Dr Claudia Orange and Dr Hamish Campbell, New Zealand writers, 
sports people and politicians; also they can access exhibits at Te Papa and itinerant music tutors 
– all things they would not usually be able to do without huge cost in both time and expense. 
This growing community of WestNet students are at the forefront of future learning in New 
Zealand; through the Virtual Learning Network West Coast students are empowered and many of 
the disadvantages caused by their isolation are minimised.

Occasionally students bring home text books and forget to bring them back to school. We would 
really appreciate your help by returning any school books to the school office as soon as possible 
so they may be used again and save us replacement costs.
