At the start of next term we will welcome six new international fee paying students to Greymouth 
High School. They will be coming to New Zealand from various parts of Germany and will live in 
Greymouth with host families. We would like to thank the host families for welcoming these 
students into their homes to share our culture and way of life. The students will be integrated 
into Greymouth High School and will become an important part of the school community. 
The students will face a few key differences with New Zealand schools, a big one will be having 
to wear a school uniform. They will also have longer school periods (1 hour instead of 45 
minutes) and the school day in New Zealand starts later and tends to be shorter that in 
Germany. They will also have the big change of coming to a cold New Zealand winter from a 
warm German summer.

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From the Careers Adviser, June 2010 
 
Student Loans and Allowances  
Of particular importance for our senior students he ading off to Tertiary study. 
There were some changes in the eligibility criteria for Student Allowances and Loans 
announced in the 2010 Budget.  Some key points include: 

 Introduction of a performance measure and a 7 EFTS lifetime limit for Student Loans – (7 
EFTS is equal to about 7/8 years of study).   

 If students use a student loan to fund their study and do not complete the qualification they 
will have used a portion of their 7 EFTS lifetime limit for student loans – this will reduce the 
support available for them if they take up study in another field. 

 If  students do not pass at least half of their study over an extended period they will not be 
able to get a Student Loan again until they have continued to study at their own expense 
and the portion of passed study is at least half of the total study, or until five years have 
passed.   

 Permanent residents who have not lived in NZ for two years, held permanent residence 
status for two years and are not ordinarily resident will not be able to get a student Loan or 
Student Allowance for tertiary  study.  Australian citizens will have a two year stand down 
before they are eligible for a Student Loan. 

 These changes take effect for study starting on or after 1 January 2011.

A reminder:   Students turning 18 and still at high school may be eligible for a Student 
Allowance  – so check out the study link web site or have a chat with Mrs Russell about this. 
 
Animal Care and Vet Nursing Programmes at NMIT (Nel son Polytechnic) 
NMIT has announced it is no longer offering training in the following: 
-  Certificate in Animal care L2 
-  Certificate in Vet Nursing – Level 4 
-  National Cert in Animal Care L2 
-  National Cert in Vet Nursing Level 5 
They have however negotiated with Otago Polytech to take on delivery of Otago’s programmes 
from their campus in Nelson. STAR courses will no longer be offered in Animal Care or vet 
nursing in 2011 by NMIT. 
 
SCHOLARSHIPS: 
     Any information we receive about Scholarships available for tertiary study will be advertised 
regularly on the school notices between now and the end of the year.  Senior students are 
urged to check the notices at Whanau time and follow up on what is advertised.   
     We also keep a scholarships file for students to use in Share on Server/Futures which Mrs 
Russell updates each year as information comes in – all students can access this file via 
computer from anywhere in the school. 
     All school referee report sheets for scholarship applications should to the Careers Adviser –
NOT to any other staff members.  Information to assist with the writing of these referee reports 
will be sought from staff members by the Careers Adviser. 
 
Tu Kahika Health Sciences Programme – Otago Univers ity  – applications are now open for 
2011 – the closing date is 20 August 2010. 
     This is a Health sciences course run through the University of Otago’s Foundation Year.  It 
prepares students for entry into the University’s Health Sciences First Year, or other health 
related studies on completion of the course.  This programme is intended to encourage Maori 
students to study health sciences and to stimulate interest in working in the health sector. 
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     Fourteen students from around the country went into the first intake of this programme and 
are performing at a high level.  Four of these students did not have UE at the time they were 
selected, however they are performing in the academic range which will allow them entry into 
the Health Science first year should they choose to apply.  Some did not have Physics or 
Chemistry to Level 3 NCEA but they are now on their way to gaining good passes in these 
subjects.  All students receive help from additional tutorials in all subjects. 
     The award for being accepted on to this programme covers tuition fees, provides assistance 
towards accommodation at a University Residential college for the foundation year of study as 
well as pastoral, cultural, social and professional mentoring. There is a downloadable 
application form on the web site www.otago.ac.nz/tukahika  
·  Students should be of Maori Descent; 
·  Show academic potential and an interest in health sciences and Maori health issues 
·  May not have completed relevant science papers to Year 13 or  
·  have fallen slightly below NCEA achievement levels 
·  May benefit from an interim year to polish their academic qualifications through intensive 

transition studies. 
If you need any other information about this programme talk to the Careers Adviser who has the 
relevant contact details at Otago University.  
 
Entry to University in New Zealand from Secondary S chool 
Every University appears to be taking a different approach to this.  If you need more information 
than what appears below then it would be advisable to contact liaision offices at each of the 
Universities. 
Lincoln University:  has written to us saying that their entry standards have not changed.  They 
expect to have places available in 2011 in all their specialist courses but also in other key 
programmes such as Commerce, Environmental Management, Planning, Landscape 
Architecture, Social Sciences, Viticulture and Oneology. 
Otago University:  have said there are no current moves to set higher entrance requirements – 
however they strongly recommend that all potential university students get the best academic 
preparation possible.  The more approved subjects studied and the number and quality within 
subject credits gained, the better students are set up to perform well at University. 
Victoria University:  has stated that to be automatically accepted into any degree from 2011 
students will need to: 
·  Achieve UE  
·  Achieve the Guaranteed Entry Score (from NCEA it is 120 points for all undergraduate 

degrees).  
·  The rank score for guaranteed entry will be based on a student’s 80 best credits in UE 

approved subjects at Level 3 or higher and weighted by the level of achievement.  A max 
number of 24 credits in each subject may be counted.  The rank score will be calculated by 
awarding points as follows: 

·  Excellent = 4 points, Merit = 3 points, Achieved = 2 points. 
 
They strongly recommend that where possible students should be advised to take UE 
approved subjects and Achievement Standards  to help them achieve a suitable rank score 
and better prepare them for University. 
Massey University :  from the Massey Liaision office: 
The situation regarding access for students aged under 20 who intend studying at Massey 
University in 2011 is as follows: 
     Assessment of eligibility for university entrance continues to be based on the university 
entrance standard from NCEA Level 3, University Entrance examination or another recognised 
admission method, as in the past.  
     For 2011, assessment will also take into account a rank score, based on educational 
background, called a Preferential Entry Score. If there are more applicants for a qualification 
than can be accommodated, students under 20 years of age will be given preference if they 
score equal to or above the Preferential Entry Score of 120 points and meet any programme- 
specific requirements for selection where required (e.g. assessment of a portfolio of work for the 
Bachelor of Design with Honours). 
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     Students who are eligible for admission to university and have a rank score lower than the 
Preferential Entry Score, or who have no rank score, are still eligible to apply. It is anticipated 
that most will be admitted to a qualification. The rank score may be used, together with any 
other programme-specific requirements for selection, to prioritise applicants or to determine 
whether a place can be offered in an alternative qualification.  
     There will be transitional provisions so that students who are unable to achieve the 
Preferential Entry Score, due to their school subject choices, will not be disadvantaged.  
Introducing the Preferential Entry Score in addition to other admission criteria is intended to 
clarify for students what they should strive to achieve in order to have a high level of certainty 
about gaining a place in their preferred University course. This is a positive message for 
students who aspire to fulfill their potential.
